EPA Public Hearing

EPA would like to announce its plans to hold three public hearings in Florida to provide
an opportunity for the public to provide input and comments to the EPA on its proposed
numeric nutrient water quality criteria to protect aquatic life in lakes and flowing waters,
including canals, within the State of Florida and proposing regulations to establish a
framework for Florida to develop “restoration standards” for impaired waters. EPA is
issuing this proposed rule pursuant to a determination that EPA made on January 14,
2009, under section 303 (c)(4)(B) of the Clean Water Act. The determination states that
numeric nutrient water quality criteria for lakes and flowing waters and for estuaries and
coastal waters are necessary for the State of Florida to meet the requirements of Clean
Water Act section 303(c). EPA intends to sign the proposed rule addressing lakes and
flowing waters on January 14, 2010, per the terms of a consent decree. The proposed
rule will be posted online (http://www.epa.gov/waterscience/standards/rules/florida/) and
published in the Federal Register shortly thereafter.
